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Pub Classification
A A pub specializing in new, rare and one-off beers.

B A pub where beers from a variety of smaller,
independent breweries predominate over standard
beers.

C A pub where, in addition to standard beers, one
or more guest beers are available.

D A pub where only standard beers are available.

K A pub known to serve real ale but for which there
is insufficient information upon which to make any
further assessment.

NAA Real ale is not always available.
NRA No real ale.
NRF No real ale and no redeeming features.

A standard beer is any one of the following:

(a) A beer from the core range of a brewery who's
products are usually available at the pub in
question;

(b) A house beer stated or implied to have been
brewed especially and exclusively for the pub in
question;

(c) A nationally marketed beer brand.

A guest beer is any beer that is not a standard
beer.
